Clerk to the Board

The results for the NACo Prescription Drug Discount Card Program are in for the month of
December. A total of 244 people saved $11,854.47 on 1,164 prescriptions by using the discount
card. This was an average savings of $10.18 per prescription or 23.29% off the retail price. For
calendar year 2009 those who used the card realized a savings of a total of $140,889.13.
Nationwide 20.8 million prescriptions have been filled using the NACo Prescription Drug Discount
Card, resulting in a savings of $248.5 million.

Emergency Management

Rebecca and | attended Logistics Section Chief Training in Washington County Wednesday and
Thursday this week. Logistics Section Chief is one of the General Staff positions in the Incident
Command System and this is our third class in this position specific training.

CERT students completed training in Fire Safety and Light Search and Rescue Operations this
week. Instructors for these classes were Fire Marshal Barry Overman and Paramedic Jerrell
Saunders. Students received instruction in fire chemistry, fire hazards and safety, fire
suppression, hazardous materials and the proper use of a fire extinguisher. They also received
instruction in how to search systematically for disaster victims and the safe techniques for lifting,
leveraging, cribbing, and victim removal. A picture is attached showing the students practicing
their skills.



Pasquotank-Camden Emergency Management has received a Companion Animal Mobile
Equipment Trailer (CAMET) and Jerry Newell and | picked it up in Ramseur, NC on Friday.
CAMETSs (http://nc.sartusa.org/resources/pdf/sart-camet-083007.pdf) provide the necessary
mobile infrastructure, technical support and other equipment needed for collocation sheltering of
residents and their pets. These CAMETs were purchased through Department of Homeland
Security funds and help local governments meet the requirements of the Pet Evacuation and
Transportation Standards Act (PETS ACT) of 2006. Training will be held for volunteers to
manage the collocation shelter.

They conducted their annual pump tests on their
pumpers during the month. They are continuing to work on the brush truck they have refurbished.
They still have some minor items to complete along with getting new tires and the department
lettering. The members of the department have worked hard and put in quite a few hours on this
project.

We're just past the time of year for giving thanks but it's still a good time to thank the volunteers
for being there. They come to the aid of the county residents whether it's the weekend, holiday or
the middle of the night. We have two departments that are now seeking volunteer applicants. If
you have a desire to help your community, why not volunteer?
