·  We completed the closing on the $6.3 million loan with SunTrust Leasing this week which will 
fund the construction of a 24,000 sq. ft. addition to COA and the renovation of the former library 
building for the Register of Deeds, Tax Offices and GIS.  Documents were signed by all of the 
parties on Monday and Tuesday and the funds were transferred to us on Wednesday.  

·  This week has been extremely busy with moving of offices.  The Board of Elections has 
completed most of their move to their new location at 426 McArthur Drive.  The phone system 
and the remaining computer will be moved on Monday and they will be fully operational.  The new 
office is located in the East Carolina Farm Credit building which is directly behind McDonald’s.

All of the 
children’s books have been moved to the new library and the staff will be working this weekend 
moving additional books.

This is a new federal law that 
came about after Hurricane Katrina.  It will require that each county establish a plan for rescue 
and shelter of companion animals (Pets) during a disaster.  Christy will give a full presentation to 
the Board at a later date.  There are a number of issues to be worked through including where to 
establish a co-located human/animal shelter, staffing of the shelter with volunteers, etc.  The 
County staff is not recommending that we proceed with this plan however, it is a federal 
requirement that we create a plan.  

·  Attached is the Occupancy Tax Report for March, 2007.  March was up 11% over last year.

·  EMS will be at the Elizabeth City Coast Guard Base on Thursday, May 3, 2007 along with the 
National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration’s (NOAA) P-3 Orion Hurricane Hunter aircraft.  
On display will be the Pasquotank County SMAT III trailer and equipment, Pasquotank-Camden 
EMS’ newest Chevrolet medium duty ambulance (which will arrive here on Monday), as well as 
our newest Stryker Power Pro® stretchers.  The new Camden-Elizabeth City-Pasquotank Mobile 
Command Post will also be there on display.   

·  We are in the beginning stages of planning for EMS week, which is May 20th-26th, 2007.  This 
year’s theme is “”Extraordinary People, Extraordinary Service.”  We are planning to be at 
Southgate Mall May 21st-25th with an information booth as well as blood pressure and blood 
glucose measuring.   

·  EMS is participating in the Potato Festival this year on May 19th.  We will be on location in the 
Centura Bank parking lot, along with the Pasquotank County Rescue Squad, Central 
Communications and Emergency Management, serving as “medical command” for the event.  We 
will also be offering blood pressure and blood glucose measurements.  

·  We are in the process of upgrading our EMS data collection software for “NEMSIS” compliance.  
The upgrade will allow more timely and accurate medical data to be submitted to the state.  This 
data is used to mark trends in certain areas, such as response times and chief complaints, and 
also helps the state determine what types of EMS calls are being run within the counties.
