Governor Perdue signed H1691 into law today. This law expands the uses of the 911
surcharge funds and allows local governments to use 50% of the current fund balances
for any public safety purpose. This has been a major goal of county governments for
many years.

Attached is the latest Occupancy Tax report. June was a very good month compared to
last year with a 21% increase. Overall, FY 2009-10 was down 2.9% compared to FY
2008-09.

Finance Office

The County received $1,646 from the N.C. Department of Revenue from the debt setoff program.

The month of June has seen some changes that will soon take place. One of the biggest will be
the change over to County operated fire inspections and fire investigations. | have been
discussing this with the City Fire Marshal to help with making a smooth transition. It is unfortunate
we have to break the ties and possibly lose some services due to the economy. Hopefully there
will be few problems.

I met with both Newland and Weeksville fire departments at their regular business meetings. |
have received a map of the “desert area” from GIS and met with the fire chiefs to determine which
departments will respond to which section. This area is outside the 6 mile districts of the
departments. Central needs to have the areas assigned for proper dispatch of departments to
incidents.

Weeksville conducted their annual service tests on their pumpers. Thankfully the 1985 truck
passed for another year. The inspector from the Department of Insurance returned to inspect
newly installed communications monitoring equipment. We are still waiting to find out if
Weeksville will be able to return to their better insurance rating with this installation.

Newland hosted “water haul” training brought from the Department of Insurance. Surrounding
departments participated in the training as well. Newland is looking at the possibility of using the
“water haul” method when they are inspected in 2011. If they can successfully accomplish that, it
would mean better insurance rates for many who don’t get them now. This operation will require
quite a bit of training with their surrounding departments in preparation.

Providence applied some months ago through the Forestry Service to hopefully get a used
pickup truck to be converted into a brush truck. That process proved successful and they
received a used GMC truck. The brush unit to go in the bed of the truck has been approved
through the North Carolina state grant. There will be preparation work such as painting, adding
emergency lights and other equipment. The department has also done well to acquire some of
those items. Hopefully they will have this truck in operation in a few months.
