Much of this week has been spent on finalizing the budget prior to the Board meeting that was
held this morning to adopt the budget. The Board of Commissioners voted to approve the
$38,269,468 budget which includes a $.02 tax increase and a $13 increase in the solid waste
fee. The new tax rate will be $.50 which is still the 15" lowest tax rate in the state. The solid
waste fee will be $120 annually. The House and Senate are still debating the state budget and
Medicaid relief for counties. It appeared that a deal was imminent last night but the Senate did
not agree with the House proposal. We are looking forward to an agreement in the next 30 days.
The District Attorney’s office has completed their move into the Public Safety Building. The
Sheriff’'s department will begin their move next week. The technology portion of the building has
progressed well this week. The EOC and the Community room have been completed and Time
Warner was extending cable tv into the building today. The committee that is planning the
dedication and ribbon-cutting for August 5™ met this week and completed some additional tasks.
We will email the proposed program to the Board next week for review. | would like to thank
