In
February 2023, the Board of Commissioners approved the submittal of the draft
plan to the NC Division of Coastal Management for a completeness review, as well
as state and federal agency review. These reviews have been completed, and it has
been determined that the plan meets the state and federal requirements for
adoption. Following adoption by the Board of Commissioners, the plan will proceed
to the North Carolina Coastal Resources Commission to be considered for
certification. Attached is a copy of the resolution, as well as a memo, which
includes Chapter 5 — Future Land Use and Chapter 6 — Plan Recommendations,
Land Use Management Topics, & Implementation. Chapters 5 & 6 are the two
chapters that will be used by the Board of Commissioner and Planning Board for
future land use decisions. The other chapters in the document basically provide
background information.

Public Hearing on Zoning Text Amendment ZTA #23-01
ZTA 23-01 is a proposed amendment to the Pasquotank County Zoning Ordinance

to eliminate duplexes as a permitted use in the A-1, Agricultural District. The
Planning Board reviewed this request on May 25, 2023, and recommended
approval of the text amendment based on the consistency statement included in
your packet.
